Group Project Presentation:  Information and Guidelines

Prior to the final essay project, each group is to present its ideas, arguments, and multi-media products to the class.  This is an opportunity to share research with others, collaborate, learn, and explore our newfound ability to develop literary critical readings of the Old Testament
Agenda:

Monday-Wednesday, April 18 & 20:  Plans for presentation and rough draft are due.  Arrive in the basement of the W.T. Young Library as a group (i.e. make sure everyone is present) with a complete rough draft (including correct citation and a works cited page).  Plan to tell me how your group will execute its presentation and engage the class in discussion.  Let me know what audio visual equipment your group will use, and share with me any handouts you all plan to circulate to the class.  Come with questions and ideas.  If you are not meeting with me, spend the time researching and preparing in the library.
Monday, April 25:  Group One and Group Two present in class
Wednesday, April 27:  Group Three and Group Four present in class
Friday, April 29:  Group Five presents in class; All group essays due

Guidelines:

· Each group is allotted 25 minutes

· Plan on speaking, demonstrating, and illustrating for about 15-20 minutes

· Share cultural artifacts (videos, recordings, products, etc.)

· Allow 5-7 minutes for questions and discussion

Advice:  

· Do not just share what appears in your essay.  This is a time to expand your thinking beyond each essay.  Point to things you discussed, things you didn’t but could have, or things you find to be related, even if slightly off topic.  Talk about what you learned in your first-hand, multi-media research
· Get the class involved.  Ask questions.  Lead us in discussion.  Have multiple members of the group interact with each other and the class while the presentation is taking place.

· Move beyond PowerPoint.  Groups may use this software, but presentations should include other elements as well.
· Plan ahead.  Don’t use more than the allotted time.  Practice.
Evaluation:

The final project grade will include your work on the presentation, multi-media project, and written essay.
